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King Middle School Halloween Costume Guidelines

The following guidelines, developed by the Los Angeles Unified School District, ensure that

students can enjoy Halloween activities in a fun, positive, and safe way.
Costumes may be worn on Friday, October 31, 2025.
Costume Rules

e Costumes must not be offensive to the King community standards

e Costumes must not cause a disruption to school (e.g., overly revealing clothing such
as French maid outfits, nightwear, bathing suits, etc.).

e No weapons or replicas of guns, knives, swords, bats, chains, or other dangerous
objects.

e No masks (except COVID face masks) or costumes that hide a student’s identity (e.g.
gorilla suits, “Scream” masks, hoods, heavy makeup, etc.).

e Costumes may not impair a student’s vision or movement (students must be able to
walk, climb stairs, and see clearly).

e The school dress code still applies.

e Costumes must not demean or stereotype any group based on race, gender,
ethnicity, disability, religion, or other personal characteristics.

e If you are unsure about a costume, it’s probably not a good idea to wear it.

Additional Reminders

e Students not wearing a costume must be in full school uniform.

e Allrules regarding obscene material or prohibited substances remain in effect.
